The budget is a plan of action and a guideline that you create at the beginning of a fiscal year to help you manage your recourses effectively during the year. 

Revenue – is all money bought into your District.
Registration Allocation: for 2011 your district will receive $3/Member from your iMIS home.
Cookie:  Sandwich & Mint: includes the national, provincial, area & district portion
Other Fundraising: any money raised other than cookies sales. Example teas, bazaars, 

craft sales.
Camp Fees: revenue for a District Camp
Investment Income: Interest from investments example GIC
Donations: If a charitable receipt is requested the money transaction must go through the 

Area or Provincial Office.
Other Income: Any income that is not mentioned above. Under comments or on the back of 



your budget page please specify what the income is and how much.
Expenses – is all money going out of your District.
Administration: Operating expenses for you district - example:  photocopying, stationery, 

food for Meetings, PRC’s (if member is charged for one)
Travel: mileage for council members to travel to meetings, support of international travelers
Awards/Recognition/Pins: thank you gifts, membership pins, new Guider pins etc.
Communications: telephone, mail outs
Cookie:  Sandwich & Mint: includes the national, provincial, and area portion
Camp Subsidy: amount the district supports girls for camp. 
Camp Expenses: expenses for a District Camp
Special Events: – examples District Rally, Thinking Day event, Tim Horton’s event
Training: amount Guiders might be subsidized to attend training.
First Aid Training: amount Guiders might be subsidized to attend training.
Safe Food Handling Training: amount Guidersmight be subsidized to attend training.
PR/Membership: expenses incurred by a PR or Membership council member or district 


membership campaign. 

Fundraising Expenses:  expenses incurred for fundraising events. Example teas, bazaars, 

craft sales.
